Safety Guidelines for using the Clipper

**PLEASE READ ALL SAFETY GUIDELINES AND OPERATION

1. DO NOT put fingers, hands or any loose object in or near vibrating
screens

2. Operator must use proper eye and ear protection, and must wear a
dust mask

Clipper Operation Procedures

Read all safety guidelines

Mount feed hopper and air lifting receptacle in position

3. Select and insert proper screens for commodity to be cleaned.
Upper screen should be just large enough to allow the good seed to
pass through, scalping off large trash. The lower screen should hold
up the good seed, sifting out dirt, small weed seeds, shrunken or
undersized seeds and other small trash.

4.  Remove the slide located just above the spout which discharges to

the left when facing the hopper end of the cleaner. This will allow

the bottom screen siftings to fall into the spout

5. Open the hopper gate allowing seed to feed into the top screen.
Adjust the feed so the good seed falls through the first % of this

screen.

6.  Adjust the blast fan with the three-step pulleys and fan intake
shutters to blow out the lightweight trash. A few good seeds should
be blown out with the trash.

Cleaning Procedures for the Clipper

**After each use, all parts must be thoroughly blown out with the air
compressor and brushed down to avoid seed contamination between plots.
